3. VENUE

Lower Kanaha Beach, between Lowers and Kite Beach, Kahului, Maui, Hawaii
4. RULES

This regatta shall be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the 2001/2004 Fun Board Racing Rules (FRR), and the GPS Speedsurfing Guidelines:

· Competitors must stay within sight of the competition area.

· Competitors must return GPS units within 10 minutes of heat completion for scoring.

· Only open class can use specialized equipment and weight jackets.
· Wind Minimum – 12 kts average

Wind Maximum – 63 kts average (hurricane)

5. ELIGIBILITY

All sailors are eligible, but should be members of their national associations.

6. DISCIPLINE

GPS Speed Sailing.

7. EQUIPMENT / CLASSES  / DIVISIONS
OPEN – This group has no equipment limitation including weight jackets and is open to all sailors.   Anyone may compete in this group but you will be ranked against some of the best of the world on specialized speed sailing equipment.

OPEN -


Men/Women using specialized speed equipment.
MEN – 


Men under 45. 
WOMEN – 

Women under 45. 
MEN MASTER – 
Men 45 and older. 
WOMEN MASTER – 
Women 45 and older. 
SUPERYOUTH – 
Youth 16 and younger, 100lbs or more
YOUTH – 

Youth 16 and younger, under 100lbs.
FUN – 
Open to all ages and is for sailors who don’t have race gear but want to participate anyways.  

KITING -
Open to any and all kiters of any age and ability.

8. ENTRY

Entry forms should be filled out prior to arriving at event site and can be found at windsurfing shops in Kahului. Entry fee for the series will be $25 each weekend, or $125 for the series.  You can sign up on site, however, early registration is preferred.

9. FORMAT

· Each sailor will be given a GPS unit prior to their heat.  The unit will be assigned to that sailor until it is returned to the race committee at the end of their heat.
· Sailors in the same Class/Division will sail together so that they experience the same conditions during their heat as their competitors.
· Every sailor will have 20-minute heats to try to obtain their best speeds.   At the end of the heat, sailors have 10 minutes to return the units to the race committee so that their speed can be recorded into the database software, and scored.  The GPS units track highest speeds obtained over 10-second intervals.
· Depending on conditions and time, the race committee will attempt to score 3 to 4 heats for each sailor.
· Speeds and rankings will be displayed in real time on the scoreboard after each heat so that competitors and spectators can follow the action on the water.
· At the conclusion of each event, we will be updating the event website: http://www.mauispeed.com/ with the results of the weekend where you can see how your rankings are shaping up over the series.
10. SCORING

· At the completion of each weekend the top five (5) speeds obtained will be averaged.  This will generate a Weekend Race Ranking.  
· Reverse Point Scoring will be used to determine the Weekend Race Points earned for that rank.  10 points will be added for participation so that even if you are the slowest, you get points for participation. (ie. # Sailors – Weekend Race Ranking + 10).

· Race Series Rankings will use the top four (4) highest Weekend Race Points to determine Overall Series Ranking.  There are two throw outs available if we run all six races.
· If a sailor does not compete on a given weekend, they would earn zero points.  

· From the website, sailors will be able to see how they ranked amongst their peers in their Division and how they ranked over all for the event.

· A highest speed obtained for the weekend and for the series will be noted as well.
